	** BDI (Bee Disease Insurance). BDI covers the insured for the statutory destruction of bees, honey and equipment for American or European Foul Brood. For BDI to be valid, all colonies owned by the beekeeper must be included on this form. BDI is valid from the date of the Treasurer’s receipt, but BDI paid after 1 March comes into force only 40 days after the date of the Treasurer’s receipt. Details on the BDI certificate of insurance. Registered (full) KBKA Members are automatically insured for BDI for 3 colonies each. Please make allowance for any increase of colonies you may have during the season and make the extra payment for those colonies. 

	Data Protection: The information about you held by KBKA will be stored on paper and computer records.
